To the 3rd and 4th year Medical Students: 

As you all know, more and more rotation sites are requiring titers from students for clinical rotations. The cost of obtaining these titers is normally between $300.00 and $500.00. 

OSU CHS is offering you a chance to get your Lab titer for MMR, Hepatitis B and Varicella for a cost of $43.00, which will be paid for out of the student health fee budget- so there is no out-of-pocket cost to the student. 

Here are the steps you must take in order to receive this service:

1. Call and schedule a “Lab Only” Appointment at the Health Care Center Family Medicine Clinic on South West Blvd.-582-1980
· When you call you MUST tell them that you are a Medical Student
· You MUST have your Insurance Information available (this information is needed in order to schedule you into the Practice Management Scheduling System).
2. The day you come in for your appointment-bring in your Insurance card- they will want to make a copy.
3. Tell them you are a Medical Student-that way they will know to pull your Medical Student RED chart.
4. You will have to complete some paperwork –HIPAA Form…
5. The Nurse will call you back and review your Immunization records and chart to see what Titers you need and order them.
6. Lab will draw them at this time.
· It may take up to a week to get all the titer results back.
7. At this time you should ask the nurse if you need a Tdap- and if they are not too busy and you need one- they may be able to give you one at that visit- if not, you will have to return on a Friday afternoon during 1:00-3:30 for the Tdap.

If all you need is a Tdap &/or a TB skin Test:
Please come in on Friday afternoons between 1:30 & 3:30.
You do not have to make an appointment for this 
(IMMUNIZATION FOR Tdap &/OR TB SKIN TEST ONLY- NOT TITERS).
1. Tell the front office you are a student so they can pull your RED Student Chart
2. Wait till the Nurse calls you back.
3. Remember if you get a TB skin test- you MUST return on Monday to have your TB Skin test Read.
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
